For nearly 50 years, the pro-life
faithful have prayed, fasted and act-
ed to end abortion, and these efforts
have borne fruit. But it is time to do
something big — and we need you to
commit to making it happen.

On Wednesday, Dec. 1, the U.S. Su-
preme Court will hear oral arguments
in Dobbs v. Jackson Women’s Health
Organization, a case that could over-
turn the precedent of Roe v. Wade and
Planned Parenthood v. Casey, allow-
ing states such as Ohio to enact laws
protecting unborn children at all stag-

es and end abortion.

With so much riding on these oral
arguments, we are asking the pro-life
community in central Ohio to commit
to prayer and fasting to end Roe.

Benjamin Watson, pro-life activist
and former NFL player; Tony Evans,
senior pastor at Oak Cliff Bible Fel-
lowship of Dallas; and Mother Agnes

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Evangelization Leadership Summit
set for diocese in December

An Evangelization Leadership
Summit will be held Saturday, Dec.
4 at Columbus St. Elizabeth Church,
6077 Sharon Woods Blvd. The event,
to run from 7:45 a.m. to 4 p.m., in-
vites clergy, and parish, school and
lay leaders to encounter Jesus, be em-
powered to draw others to Him and
be equipped as effective evangelists.

Attend%es will leave with strategies
to help them bring Jesus Christ to the
people they encounter at work, home,
church and in social groups.

The summit will feature keynotes
from Curtis Martin, president and
founder of FOCUS, the Fellowship
of Catholic University Students; Pete
Burak, director of id, the young adult
outreach of Renewal Ministries; and
Kelly Wahlquist, Catholic author and
speaker, and include workshops on
aspects of evangelization and minis-
try.

The event will begin with Mass and
end with Eucharistic Adoration ac-
companied by music from Damascus
Worship. While anyone can attend
the event, the planning committee has
invited parishes and schools to attend
as teams so they can be renewed in
their mission together.

Evangelization is the urgent call of
every Christian in response to Jesus’
mandate: “Go therefore and make dis-
ciples of all nations, baptizing them in
the name of the Father and of the Son
and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them
to observe all that | have commanded
you.” (Matthew 28:19-20)

This call to mission flows from the
ift of salvation Jesus offers to the
aithful. The joyful urgency of the
call is emphasized by St. Paul: “The
love of Christ urges us on” (2 Corin-
thians 5:14); and, “Woe to me if | do
not proclaim the Gospel.” (1 Corin-
thians 9:16)

In his 1975 letter Evangelii nuntian-
di (On Evangelization in the Modern

World), Pope Paul VI said, “The task
of evangelizing all people constitutes
the essential mission of the Church. It
is a task and mission which the vast
and profound changes of present-day
society make all the more urgent.
Evangelizing is in fact the grace and
vocation proper to the Church, her
deepest identity. She exists in order to
evangelize.”

Father David Sizemore, pastor of
Newark St. Francis de Sales Church
who helped plan the summit, said the
event is a timely wake-up call.

“As Catholic Christians, we are
way overdue to respond to the chang-
es that have already happened around

us. Our response must be a response
of the total person — which begins
with each of us allowing ourselves
to be re-evangelized, each of us be-
ing re-introduced to Christ, each of
us having a transformative encounter
with Christ.”

The summit is an outgrowth of the
strategic planning for evangelization
that recently took place in the diocese
at the request of Bishop Robert Bren-
nan. Jacci Asbury and Liz Christy
chaired one of the six subcommittees
tasked with creating a strategic plan
for parish renewal.

After the subcommittee’s propos-
al was submitted, Asbury invited
subcommittee members and Father
Adam Streitenberger, diocesan evan-
gelization coordinator, and the Evan-
gelization Consortium to meet. At
that session, Asbury said, “I shared
that our subcommittee strongly be-
lieved we needed to have an event
that would excite people about evan-
gelization and provide an opportunity
to encounter or re-encounter Jesus.

“Drew Snyder, from (Columbus)
Christ the King (Church), authored a
narrative for our report, emphasizing
that our diocese needed something
now! After a lengthy discussion, I
asked the group if they would be
willing to invest the time and commit
to planning an evangelization event.
There was unanimous agreement,
and we moved forward, focusing on
pastors, parish staffs, Catholic school
personnel and lay leaders.”

Father Streitenberger hopes the
summit will support the diocesan
renewal for evangelization. “l hope
those who attend will get excited
about forming missionary disciples
in the parish so as to launch the dio-
cese in a new and radical direction of
evangelizing those who have left the
faith, who are weak in their Catholic

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St. Peregrine Fund aids needy cancer patients

It seems every month offers opportunities to grow
in our awareness of cancer. November is a big one,
focusing on lung, pancreatic and stomach cancers,
to name a few. Because the Church is concerned
with the joys and griefs of us all, it seeks ways to
accompany those struggling with cancer.

Back in 2010, our diocese, through the efforts
of Bishop Frederick Campbell and the Diocesan
Council of Catholic Women, launched an initiative
— Catholics for Cancer Prevention and Cure (re-
named the St. Peregrine Fund in 2016). St Peregrine
is the patron saint for those suffering from cancer
and other life-threatening illnesses.

Peregrine Laziosi was born in Forli, Italy, to well-
to-do parents in 1265. In his teens he joined anti-papal
rebels and soon became a ringleader. Because of the
uprising, Pope Martin IV placed Forli under a spiritual
sanction that closed all churches in the hope of bring-
ing its citizens to their senses. That didn’t work.

He then sent Philip Benizi, Order of Servites
(Servants of Mary) and his personal ambassador, to
bring peace. Thatalso didn’t go well. While address-
ing a crowd of malcontents, Philip was dragged off
the stage, beaten with clubs and pelted with rocks.

It’s reported that Peregrine knocked him down
with a vicious blow to the face. Moments later,
stricken with remorse, Peregrine threw himself at
the feet of the bruised and bleeding priest and asked
his forgiveness.

Peregrine was transformed that day and eventually
went to Siena to join the Servites. He focused on be-
coming a more fervent religious man to atone for past
misdeeds and was devoted to the poor and afflicted.

One of Peregrine’s slogans was: “Better today

than yesterday, better tomorrow than today!”

Some vyears later, doctors discovered a cancerous
growth on his right foot. Because of the constant,
intense pain, he finally agreed with the surgeon who
wanted to amputate his leg. The night before the
scheduled surgery, Peregrine spent hours in prayer.
He dozed off and dreamed that Christ was touching
him and healing his foot.

The thrill of it woke him, and he saw that his foot
was healed. After learning of his miraculous cure,
many began to ask Peregrine to pray for and with
them. It’s reported that some people were cured
when he whispered “Jesus” into their ears.

That was the past, now we move to the present.

In The Joy of the Gospel, Pope Francis writes,
“An authentic faith — which is never comfortable or
completely personal — always involves a deep de-
sire to change the world, to transmit values, and to
leave this earth somehow better than we found it.”

“Better today than yesterday, better tomorrow
than today!”

Our St. Peregrine Fund continues to help can-
cer patients and their families with unmet needs. It
works through the three Catholic hospital systems
in our diocese, the Stefanie Spielman research and
patient outreach funds and a fund that | coordinate
that is available to parishes outside the Catholic

hospital networks.

The St. Peregrine Fund seeks involvement of all
our parishes, high schools and elementary schools
by challenging them to create small, medium and
large events or projects. The fund provides oppor-
tunities for acts of kindness to help connect us with
those dealing with cancer.

A great example from a few years ago is a sec-
ond-grade PSR class in Granville. Those kids cre-
ated comfort bags for patients to use during chemo
treatments. Each bag included a hand-printed note.
I was brought to tears when | read those messages.
The depth of those kids’ faith and love is amazing.
Well done, St. Edward the Confessor Parish!

There are many low-income, underserved and un-
derinsured people coping with cancer. Their needs in-
clude compression garments, wigs, prosthetic breasts
with bras, genetic counseling and testing, comfort
bags and transportation, just to scratch the surface.
The St. Peregrine Fund helps provide these and more.

FY1: 100% of donations are distributed through the
fund (there are no administrative costs). And beyond
material needs, cancer patients need our prayers.

The lesson of St. Peregrine’s life is not the mirac-
ulous cure but that a faithful, trusting servant surren-
dered himself to the Lord. Peregrine’s trust in God can
be a model for us in dealing with the pain, sickness
and crosses in our own lives. Remember his interces-
sion as we pray for others bearing their own crosses.

Bishops, public officials and holy communion: once again

As the United States Conference of Catholic
Bishops prepares to meet in Baltimore, misconcep-
tions about a proposed conference statement on the
Eucharistic vitality and integrity of the Church in
America abound. The confusions originating from
online Catholic sources and social media have been
exacerbated by a mainstream press that has consis-
tently misrepresented what the bishops are doing. |
hope the following clarifications are useful.

The proposed statement is not primarily about
politicians. The Catholic Church is a eucharistic
Church; as St. John Paul Il wrote in his last encyc-
lical, “The Church draws her life from the Eucha-
rist.” When Catholic faith in the mystery of the Eu-
charist — Christ’s real presence among us — flags,
the Church withers. When eucharistic practice de-
clines, the Church suffers from a wasting disease.
Eroding eucharistic faith and lax eucharistic prac-
tice have been features of U.S. Catholic life for de-
cades. The bishops were determined to address this
“eucharistic deficit” before COVID-19 accelerated
a decline in Mass attendance, before Mr. Biden was
a declared presidential candidate, and before Mrs.
Pelosi redefined the killing of the unborn as “repro-
ductive health care.”

Anything the bishops say about the ecclesiasti-
cal and personal circumstances of Catholic public
officials whose actions deny essential, definitive-
ly-taught truths of Catholic taith will be said in the
larger context of the bishops’ eagerness to reignite
eucharistic vitality and reverence throughout the
Church. Revitalizing a eucharistic Church, howev-
er, requires a new clarity among the people of the
Church about the nature of the eucharistic commu-

nity — and what actions estrange Catholics from it.

The bishops never intended to issue a statement
“denying” holy communion to President Biden.
The media mantra that “some conservative bish-
ops” want to “deny” holy communion to President
Biden has been repeated so frequently that it may
seem true. It is not, and it never has been. The blunt
fact of the matter is that Canon 1405 of the Code of
Canon Law reserves the right to impose ecclesiasti-
cal penalties on heads of state to the pope. But that
does not end the matter: not at all.

The issue of worthiness to receive holy commu-
nion is not confined to the question of whether or
not someone is in a state of mortal sin. It is hardly
news that the notion of grave sin is seriously attenu-
ated in 21st-century Catholicism. And it is certainly
true that, if one is conscious of being in a state of
grave sin, one should seek reconciliation with God
and the Church through the sacrament of Penance
before receiving holy communion; this is bedrock
Catholicism, rooted in 1 Corinthians 11:27-29:
“Whoever ... eats the bread and drinks the cup of
the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of
profaning the body and blood of the Lord....[and]
eats and drinks judgment upon himself.” But igno-
rance or incapacities in intellectual and moral judg-
ment can make it difficult for such impaired people

to commit mortal sin. So the question of worthiness
to receive holy communion ought not be framed
solely in terms of mortal sin.

Moreover, that is not the issue with Catholic pub-
lic officials whose actions willfully advance the
culture of death. No one knows whether these men
and women are in a state of mortal sin. What we do
know, and what we cannot avoid knowing, is that
these men and women have declared, by their pub-
lic actions, that they are not in full communion with
the Catholic Church. That is why, for the sake of
their own integrity, they should not present them-
selves to receive holy communion. If they stub-
bornly persist in doing so, even after appropriate
instruction and counsel, then the Church’s pastors
should instruct them not to act at Mass as if they
were in full communion with the Church.

Recent events in Rome change nothing. Irrespec-
tive of what Pope Francis did or did not say on Oc-
tober 29 to President Biden — who has been known
to get things, er, wrong before — the fundamental
issue before the bishops remains the eucharistic vi-
tality of the Church in the United States. Reanimat-
ing a eucharistically vibrant Catholicism will take
years of effective catechesis and preaching, and
those efforts cannot start soon enough. Eucharistic
revitalization will be seriously impeded, however,
if the bishops do not forthrightly address the recep-
tion of holy communion by those who are not in
full communion with the Church — and call these
estranged Catholics to repentance and a deeper
conversion to the Lord, which will permit them to
receive holy communion in integrity as reconciled
members of the Body of Christ.
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Never give up on making God the center of your life

Several years ago, | moved from helping organi-
zations with their marketing needs to working full
time teaching people how to exercise. | found this
new profession interesting and rewarding. | enjoyed
taking classes to learn new modalities of exercise
and sharing that with others. It was fun, social and
it filled my time. I spent less time praying and at-
tending daily Mass.

| believe there was subtle work by the evil one at
that time in my life — as we know he will do any-
thing to pull us away from God — even twisting
and contorting good things to become attachments
or obstacles to God. Just as Jesus was tempted in
the desert, we can be tempted to make idols out of
our temporal pursuits, even when they start out as
something good.

We can never give up on praying, receiving the sac-
raments as often as possible, reading Scripture and
seeking to grow closer to Jesus. Our spiritual practic-
es sustain us through the challenges of this life and
strengthen us against the temptations in our culture to
do little or perhaps just enough spiritually — not what
God is calling us to on the road to sainthood.

St. Paul understood well that worldly temptations
can pull us away from God. May we pray and re-
flect on his words from Titus 2:11-12 and may we
never give up! “For the grace of God has appeared,
saving all and training us to reject godless ways and
worldly desires and to live temperately, justly, and
devoutly in this age.”

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In-person Thanksglvmg dlnners resume after COVID-19 pause

After being forced to limit its
Thanksgiving food distribution to
takeout orders in 2020 because of the
COVID-19 pandemic, “we’re all in”
for a traditional sit-down dinner on
Thanksgiving Day at Columbus St.
Aloysius Church, said Sandy Bonne-
ville, in her 22nd year as coordinator
for the event.

“We adjusted to last year’s situation
well and distributed about 700 meals
to people we visited or who came here
to pick up food, but having everyone
back this year will be so much better,”
Bonneville said.

“Thanksgiving is a time for family,
whether it’s your own family or the
family a person finds through church
and community. Over the years, this
dinner has created a family of its own
of people who see each other once a
year and who have formed many last-
ing friendships as a result. This will be
a wonderful reunion after a year dif-
ferent from anything we’ve seen.

“We will be feeding with care, spac-
ing the seating to meet safe-distanc-
ing requirements. All our volunteers
will be wearing masks, and we’ll have
plenty of hand sanitizer.” The dinner
will be from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m. Thurs-
day, Nov. 25 in the family center of
the church, located at 2165 W. Broad
St. in Columbus’ Hilltop neighbor-
hood.

Everyone in attendance will receive
a bag of groceries and other essentials
to take home. Besides meals served at
the church, volunteers from Catholic
Social Services (CSS), coordinated by
CSS staff member Peggy Sirbaugh,
will deliver meals to the homebound.
Meals also will be distributed to
homeless camps near the church.

CSS was unable to participate in last
year’s dinner because of COVID, but
the deliveries were handled by volun-
teers from the three Hilltop parishes
— St. Aloysius, St. Agnes and St. Mary
Magdalene. Those parishes provide
most of the workers for the dinner.

Bonneville said 50 turkeys are be-
ing donated by the Fry Out Cancer
organization at Ohio State Universi-
ty’s Arthur G. James Cancer Hospi-
tal, where Bonneville’s son, Dr. Rus-
sell Bonneville, a third-year medical
student, is on a team looking at new
treatment approaches for advanced
lung cancer. Dr. Bonneville, 30, has
volunteered since he was a young
child at the dinner, joining his mother
and his father, Russell Bonneville Jr.,
who until his death in 2017 played a
key role in the event.

The dinner was founded more than
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The traditional sit-down dinner at Columbus St. Aloysius Church on Thanksgiving Day re-
turns this year after a one-year forced cancellation because of the COVID-19 outbreak. In
2020, the parish distributed about 700 meals for pickup to people who stopped for food

on the holiday.

40 years ago by parishioner Steve
Joyce, with Sandy Bonneville taking
over when he became ill. She said
considerable help also has been pro-
vided by Lisa O’Connell Paccioretti
of the Ancient Order of Hibernians
and Warren and Joann Wright of the
diocesan St. Vincent de Paul Society.

Besides hosting the Thanksgiving
dinner, the St. Aloysius community
outreach committee has been distrib-
uting food every Saturday from 1 to
3 p.m. in the church parking lot. Be-
cause Christmas is on a Saturday this
year, the distribution that would have
geen that day will be on Friday, Dec.

4,

Bonneville hopes that the commit-
tee in 2022 can resume the monthly
Sunday-afternoon community dinners
it formerly sponsored. It also recent-
ly distributed about 100 coats, plus
socks and other clothing, to residents
of the homeless camps.

“Our food distribution is a bridge
to seeing people’s other needs and
helping them,” Bonneville said. “The
Hilltop is a low-income area, but what
| see here is a tapestry of poverty
stitched together by God.

“Each part of the tapestry rep-
resents someone with a different need
— whether it’s a person who has lost
a job, someone who’s been released
from prison, another person who
has lived here for years and now the
rent has become too high because of
the gentrification the area is going
through, or those who are just down
on their luck in general.

“We’re here to serve God through
His people — as Pope Francis has said,
‘to live with the smell of the sheep’

and to accompany them and learn
their needs. From the pew to the pave-
ment to the people — that’s how real
worship occurs.”

Several parishes throughout the
Diocese of Columbus also will share
their blessings with others during the
Thanksgiving season.

The Community Kitchen at the St.
John Center, 640 S. Ohio Ave., next
to Columbus Holy Rosary-St. John
Church, won’t be serving dinner on-
site for the second straight year be-
cause of the pandemic, but it will pro-
vide takeout meals from 10:30 a.m.
to 1 p.m. Thanksgiving Day, said MJ
McCleskey of the center staff.

Many of the turkeys for those din-
ners will come from the 24th annual
“Bring a Turkey to Church” weekend
at Westerville St. Paul Church, 313
N. State St., which will take place on
Saturday and Sunday, Nov. 20 and 21.

The New Albany Church of the
Resurrection, 6300 E. Dublin-Gran-
ville Road, is collecting turkeys on
Nov. 20 and 21 outside its ministry
center, where a large truck to receive
the items will be parked. The program
is in its 14th year. Last year, it collect-
ed 527 frozen turkeys and more than
$10,000, breaking past records de-
spite the pandemic.

St. Vincent Family Services is col-
lecting donations to support Thanks-
giving meals for families in its care
who are most in need. St. Vincent
Family Services is a 150-year-old
organization that was founded as an
orphanage on the near east side of
Columbus and today continues to be
deeply rooted in a mission of sup-
porting the well-being, safety and

social-emotional health needs of chil-
dren and their families across Ohio.

Gifts will directly support warm
Thanksgiving meals for approximate-
ly 100 St. Vincent foster families and
clients in its care. Gifts may be made
online at http://www.svfsohio.org or
sent to St. Vincent Family Services,
1490 E. Main St., Columbus OH
43205.

The Joint Organization for In-
ner-City Needs, a diocesan agency
at 578 E. Main St., Columbus, that
serves the city and Franklin County,
will receive 200 boxes of food for
distribution from the Byron Saunders
Foundation, a central Ohio organiza-
tion that provides Thanksgiving meals
annually to families in need. Grocery
cards for $20 will be included in the
boxes.

The St. Francis Evangelization
Center at 404 W. South St. in McAr-
thur doesn’t host a Thanksgiving Day
dinner because it lacks the room, but
it gives about 500 Vinton County fam-
ilies a chance to have a holiday din-
ner at home through its annual Turkey
Toss program. Eligible families come
to the center and receive $40 food
vouchers for use at Campbell’s Mar-
ket in McArthur, the county’s only
full-service grocery. The cards are
donated through a partnership with
the center’s supporters and the CARE
United Methodist Outreach.

The St. Vincent de Paul Society
of Logan St. John Church, 351 N.
Market St., will distribute Thanksgiv-
ing baskets including turkey and oth-
er food to the needy at 11:30 a.m. on
Sunday, Nov. 21.

Sunbury St. John Neumann
Church, 9633 E. State Route 37, is
part of a Christmas box drive spon-
sored by Big Walnut Friends Who
Share, an outreach organization of
churches in the Sunbury and Galena
areas.

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Congress attendees reminded
Jesus knows what it's like to be hurt

Those attending this year’s Colum-
bus Sacred Heart Congress were re-
minded by the keynote speaker that in
His full humanity, Jesus understands
everything that every one of us may
be going through.

“This heart is wounded for us and
it’s also glorified,” said Father Joe
Laramie, SJ. Jesus “knows what it’s
like to be hurt, to be pushed aside,
ignored, misunderstood. And yet in
His risen and glorified heart, truly
our hearts can find renewal, strength,
healing, grace in life.

“In our hearts, we see an image of
the Sacred Heart of Jesus, He who has
a living, beating heart right now — a
heart that is fully human and is fully
divine, His risen heart gazing upon us
with great love, even at this very mo-
ment,” said Father Laramie, national
director for The Pope’s Worldwide
Prayer Network (also known as The
Apostleship of Prayer) and spiritu-
al director of the WelcomeHisHeart.
com website of the Columbus-based
Sacred Heart Enthronement Network.

Father Laramie said that as He
hangs on the cross with a soldier’s
lance piercing his side, Jesus rep-
resents “truly the sacraments of the

Church — water for baptism, blood in
the Eucharist.”

This is the 10th anniversary for the
congress, which took place Saturday,
Nov. 6 at Westerville St. Paul Church
and was founded by Father Stash Dai-
ley, pastor of Columbus Holy Fami-
ly Church, who also founded the en-
thronement network.

Also speaking were Father Peter John
Cameron, OP, prior of Columbus St.
Patrick Priory, and enthronement net-
work executive director Emily Jaminet.

“The Sacred Heart denotes the entire
mystery of Christ, the totality of His
being and His person considered in its
most intimate and essential manifesta-
tion,” Father Cameron said. “Our heart
is made for Jesus Christ. He begs for
our heart in the very way the human
heart has been designed. It will not set-
tle for anything less than what is truly
and totally satisfying — that is, for the
infinite, which is Jesus Himself.”

Jaminet praised Father Dailey’s vi-
sion in founding the congress and said
that when people enthrone the Sacred
Heart, “we begin to welcome Jesus

Do we embrace Jesus’ kingship?

Daniel 7:13-14
Psalm 93:1, 1-2, 5
Revelation 1:5-8
John 18:33b-37

The title of the feast we celebrate is
often given simply as Christ the King.
The Church offers a more exalted ti-
tle: The Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus
Christ, King of the Universe.

The feast is an acknowledgment of
Who Jesus is, who we are and how we
are meant to relate to the universe, that
is, to all creation. We are His people,
the sheep of His flock.

God invites us to open our hearts
to respond to the kingship of Christ,
which is made known clearly on the
cross. Empty hands, naked, without
any claim to any possession, vulnera-
ble, wounded, broken, and yet, He is
our Lord and Kking.

At the moment, we need to take stock
as to how we personally embrace the
kingship of Jesus Christ in our lives.
If we are all members of His flock, we
belong to one another and are respon-
sible for one another.

Look at your own family. What are
the needs you are meeting? What are
you missing? Many children have all
they need, materially speaking, but
they lack something else. Do you real-
ly know your own children?

Look at your friends. What needs do
you have that they supply? What are
you doing for them? Can you go deep-
er? How do you share your faith with
them? Do you have any friends who
truly know your heart?

Look at your neighbors, your
co-workers, your fellow parishioners,
those who worship with you every
weekend. Are you ready to spend eter-
nity with them? How are you preparing
for that?

Looking at the world around us, we

have to ask ourselves, whose kingdom
are we building? To what power do
we choose to belong?

We acknowledge that He has do-
minion and glory and kingship over the
world. Does the world around us have
any evidence that this is so from the
way we live?

Daniel foresaw the kingship of
Christ, the One like a Son of Man,
Who received “dominion, glory, and
kingship; all peoples, nations, and lan-
guages serve him. His dominion is an
everlasting dominion that shall not be
taken away; his kingship shall not be
destroyed.”

How do we respond to the dominion
of Christ over our lives in this world?
Jesus Himself says, “For this | was
born and for this | came into the world,
to testify to the truth. Everyone who be-
longs to the truth listens to my voice.”

There is a personal call issued to us,
in our world of independence: to accept
the Lordship of Jesus. There is a call
to us individually and collectively: to
hear the truth, to listen to the voice of
the Lord as He speaks to us through His
Church. There is a call to us as Church
to renew our efforts to live the kingdom
so that the world will come to know Je-
sus Christ, our savior and our king.

Jesus Christ is our true king, our
leader in the human enterprise de-
signed by God. He came to witness to
the truth. If we belong to the truth, we

Advent a time to prepare ourselves, be present to others

Jeremiah 33:14-16

To you, O Lord, I lift my soul. Ad-
vent has arrived. We are on a journey
together, a journey in faith. Advent is
a call to take stock in our lives and
to discover anew what God is asking
of us in this moment. This world is
passing. All that engages us now will
cease to be.

“Beware that your hearts do not
become drowsy from carousing and
drunkenness and the anxieties of dai-
ly life, and that day catch you by sur-
prise like a trap. ... For that day will
assault everyone who lives on the face
of the earth.”

There is a kind of blindness that
overcomes us when we are caught
up in the things of this world. We can
miss some things that are otherwise
obvious when we put our attention to
trivial things.

Afamous experiment had a group of
people watch a video of a basketball
game. The researcher doing the exper-
iment told them to watch how many
times one team passed the ball from
one teammate to another. The observ-
ers all worked diligently to count, and
most got it exactly right.

Then they were asked what they
thought about the gorilla. More than
half of them missed it: At one point,
a man in a gorilla costume came onto
the court and pounded his chest. The

counters were so intent upon what
they were doing that they missed it.
When shown the video again, they
had to admit they had not seen it, but
it was clearly there all along.

Our world can be engaging in so
many ways. It is able to distract us
from what is really important.

the tribulations that are imminent and to
stand before the Son of Man.”

We need to be honest with ourselves about
our need for salvation. What would it be like
to live with this awareness? How would our
priorities be different? What would cease to
bother us? How would we spend our time?

Can we set new priorities, putting God
first? Can we let go of worldly worries? Can
we slow down and give more time to living
our faith?

The anxieties of daily life can lead us to
drowsy hearts. We worry. We face difficul-
ties, not with the strength that God has given
us, but with our imaginations. Imagination
plus fear leads us to create horror movies
worthy of Stephen King. Jesus’ first words
to us are always: “Be not afraid!”

With Advent, we are at a new beginning.
So, let us begin anew. The call of Advent is a

call to slow down, to pay attention and to pray,
with our attention centered on the Lord Who
has come among us and will come again.

Let us take time to look at what is around
us. Let us be present to our children and to
one another in a deeper way. It can all change
tomorrow. We cannot be sure of what will last
or who will be with us at this time next year.
So, let us be vigilant and pay attention. We do
not want to miss what is right in front of us.

Let us set our sights on the goal of stand-
ing tall when Christ comes again, rather than
being bowed down by the weight of our wor-
ries. Let us choose to live in the present mo-
ment, a moment of joy and promise. Let us
love one another. Let us grow in strength and
holiness. Let us sing and open our hearts to
Jesus, trusting that He will show us the way.
